Who could have guessed that Saul of Tarsus would be saved, and
become the mighty Apostle Paul? With you, aggressive opponents be-
come preachers.

Lord, sometimes we are like the disciples who left you at the well
and went into the city, only to return with snacks. You found the harvest
in the woman at the well. And the whole city followed her back to the well
to meet you. The disciples were shocked that you were even talking to
such a woman! They missed the harvest. They wrote her off - as uninter-
ested, as not redemptive material. Never would they have guessed that
on that day she was a better evangelist than they were!

0 God, the harvest is ripe again - are we overlooking the most
reachable? Are we reluctant to embrace those you are ready to reach?
Forgive us for selective love, for our blindness. Don't let us give up on any
segment of the North American harvest!
